COHESIVE DEVICES

The concept of cohesion has been used to explain the meaning and relationships existing within
the text. Like any other semantic relations, cohesion is expressed through the organization of
Language. The concept of cohesion may be described in four notions: Text, Texture, Tie and
Cohesion. These notions he Ip to make the passage unified whole.

Text: The word “Text” s used in linguistics to refer to any passage: spoken or written, of
whatever length that forms a meaningful passage or communicates the complete meaning. A
text may be prose or poetry, dialogue or monologue (soliloguy). It may be anything from a single
proverb to a whole play etc. It means if there are two or more sentences in a passage, then they
will be connected to each other in such a way that they together communicate the complete
meaning. Thus ‘text’ isnota grammatical unit like a clause or sentence, but it is best regarded as
a semantic unit. That isto say it is a unit not.of FORM but of MEANING. i

- Texture: The concept of “ Texture’ has the property of ‘being a text’. Texture is that kind of
element which binds different sentences together with cohesive devices. Let us see a very simple
example to make the above point clear. :

e.g. Wash andcore six cooking apples. Put them into a fire proofdish.
These two sentences here together form or constitute a text or rather they form part of the same
text. In this sentence, the pronoun ‘them’ refers back to the ‘six cooking apples’. This Anaphoric
Function of ‘them’ gives cohesion to the“two sentences. The items, thus, are identical in
reference. Hence, they are co referential. L

Ties: Tie is one more term used in Cohesion. Halliday’s above example,“Wash and core six
cooking apples. Put them into a fire proof dish’ is the relation between the two items ‘them’ and
'six cooking apples’ which constitutes a Tie and there is just only one tie i.e. the tie of Reference.
Besides, Reference there ate other ties also that we come across in the passages. They are:

1 Reference

2 Substitution

3 Ellipsis

4 Conjunction

S Lexical Cohesion.

These are different kinds of cohesive ties.

“Reference:

When we study reference as one of the types of Ties, we say that the words or the lexical items
in a text are dependent on each other for their meaning. For instance, in the example mentioned
above the meaning of “them’ is dependent on the meaning of ‘six cooking apples’. In this case
the word ‘them’ refers to the other word. In this way there are certain items in every language
which have the property of Reference. .

3 Ellipsis: It is another type of cohesive devices. Substitution and Ellipsis are very similar to ()Q\G’Q’
each other. Ellipsis is simply called ‘substitution by zero’

In the second sentence the verb ‘brought’ is deleted. There are three types of Ellipsis: Nominal,
Verbal and clausal. '
€.g 1 Which saree will you wear? This is the best. ( Here the ‘saree’ as a head is deleted
and demonstrative acts as a head.
2 What have you been doing? Reading. (verbal ellipsis)
3 Who taught you to spell? Father did (clausal ellipsis)

4 Conjunctions: The conjunctions like: and, yet, so, then, besides, additionally, secondly,
moreover etc. can be used to make the discourse explicit. They express different kinds of

meaning. _

Here ‘yet’ expresses the Adversative sense.

5 Lexical Relation: Lexical cohesion is the cohesive effect achieved by the selection of
vocabulary. Halliday divides lexical cohesion in three groups: Reiteration, lexical relation and
collocation.

Reiteration involves repetition of lexical items. It also makes use of synonyms, general
word/terms and superordinate terms etc.
